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ABS PHILOSOPHY STATEMENT 
 

 

ABS is a coeducational and non-profit school which caters to students 

aged 3*-18 years. The school offers an academically rigorous 

programme, enriched by extensive co-curricular activities, that 

culminates in the International Baccalaureate Diploma or Certificates.   

 

The school aims to provide an education which while remaining firmly 

rooted in the Arab heritage and culture aspires to meet the highest 

international standards.   Towards that end, the bilingual programme of 

the school promotes the development and use of the Arabic and 

English languages K-12 and an appreciation of the students' own as 

well as other cultures.  Starting in Grade 9, appropriate Arabic 

language instruction is provided for students who do not have the 

linguistic competence to study bilingually throughout but are 

nevertheless expected to benefit from being in a bilingual school. 

French is available, from Grade 6, to students who have demonstrated 

their ability to cope with a third language. 

 

Whilst a national school with a predominantly local student body, ABS 

incorporates influences and elements of the best educational practices 

within the Kingdom, the region and internationally. These are reflected 

in the aims, content and skills of the curriculum, the approach to 

teaching and the expectations of students and staff; and are reinforced 

by maintaining a teaching staff representing different cultures, 

language backgrounds and outlooks. 

 

The school develops knowledge and understanding of the Arab Islamic 

heritage and culture in all students, and promotes appreciation of and 

access to other cultures, particularly in the areas of drama, art and 

music. The school also promotes international understanding, 

communication and awareness. While offering instruction in Islam or 

Christianity, the school believes that students should be encouraged to 

appreciate their own and others' religions and spiritual values, thereby 

enhancing tolerance and mutual respect.  Within its practices, the 

school exemplifies and fosters a sense of justice, equality and 

individual worth. 

 

ABS welcomes students of all nationalities and backgrounds whose 

academic aspiration and linguistic abilities are suited to the education it 
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offers. The school’s bursaries and annual fee reduction scheme offers 

financial assistance to eligible students who also meet specified 

standards of academic achievement and personal conduct. 

 

The school provides a stimulating learning environment for its 

community of students and staff, and encourages the positive 

involvement of parents. Within this environment, the emphasis is on 

learning as a skill.  Students engage in intellectual, aesthetic, creative 

and physical activities to enable them to grow as individuals and as 

active members of society. 

 

The school develops in students a sense of responsibility to themselves 

and to others, within the school, the local and international 

communities. They are encouraged to participate fully in school life, to 

become involved in service to the local and wider global community 

and to develop an informed awareness of national and international 

issues. 

 

ABS recognises the need to support its students who are diagnosed 

with specific learning difficulties and works with these students within 

the scope of its expertise and resources. Students with diagnosed 

learning difficulties may be admitted providing they are able to 

demonstrate a high level of intellectual ability and motivation to 

succeed provided that they meet the school’s admission criteria in all 

areas and a place at the appropriate grade level is available. Additional 

testing shall be undertaken by the school’s special needs professionals 

in assessing such applications which will be decided on individual 

merit.  

 

Through its programmes, ABS believes it contributes to the 

development of enlightened, adaptable and successful individuals and 

equips them with the knowledge, skills, attitudes and values they need 

in order to assume future roles of responsibility in all walks of life.

ABS is a private, fee-paying school, licensed by the 

Jordanian Ministry of Education. It is 

coeducational, and prepares its students for the 

International Baccalaureate Diploma and 

Certificates as school leaving qualifications. As 

well as providing an academic education of the 

highest quality, the school attaches considerable 

importance to creative, physical and community 

service activities, and offers a wide and developing 

range of facilities and opportunities in these areas. 

ABS is accredited by the Council for International 

Schools (CIS) and the New England Association of 

Schools and Colleges (NEASC). 
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 Registration and Enrolment 

 Registration of all new applicants for places in 

the KG is done by the Registrar at ext. 2011. 

The Registrar’s office is located in the 

administration area of the main building. 

 The Registrar contacts the parents of new 

applicants to arrange interviews with the KG 

Team according to their place on the waiting list 

as prescribed by school policy. 

 In December, applicants from the waiting list 

and their parents meet with the KG teachers.  

 New students enrolled in the KG start their 

academic year on the first day of school. No 

student can be admitted to classes until all fees 

have been paid. 
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Notification of Withdrawal 

 

 The school requires three months written 

notice of withdrawal. Notice should therefore 

be given to the school before 31st of March.  

If three months notice in writing is not given 

before 31st of March, a month’s fees will be 

charged for each month of notice not given. This 

applies both to students who are already in school 

and to newly registered students. For this purpose, 

the one month’s fee is calculated as 1/9 of the 

annual fee.
